Maintenance Points Summary 
1. Motorhome Engine, Generator and Chassis
Motorhome Engine and Batteries: We offer a separate Fluids Analysis option. We recommend an annual engine service by a reputable RV company. 
Generator: Inspect belts, hoses for leaks, fluid life and levels (coolant if applicable).
Generator / Solar Batteries: inspect for corrosion (terminals, cable, connections) and charging rate. 
Chassis and Hitch: inspect and report the condition. 
Tires: check inflation and inspect tread wear. Recommended replacement every 5 years.
Lights: check all are working. 
Jacks and Levelers: test they are working properly. 
2. Exterior
Roof: inspect for sealant cracks / holes, seams and joints. Patch seal where needed.
Slide-out: test it is working properly.  Lubricate gears and seals. 
Awnings: inspect fabric and test mechanics.
Windows and Doors: inspect seals and full closure.
3. Gas System (LP)
Inspect for connection / operation, propane leaks, and safety.
4. Plumbing
De-winterize: this is a separate offer.
Leak Check: pipes, valves, seals, pumps and drains. 
Water Heater: check temperature control.
5. Electrical
Distribution Board and Inverter: check for connectivity.
6. Appliances
Refrigerator, stove, oven, microwave: check temperatures are consistent and correct. 
Air conditioner: clean coils, vents and change filters.
Furnace Heater: clean coils, vents and change filters.
 7. Safety Equipment and First Aid
Safety detectors: smoke, CO2, LP (propane); check expiry dates
 Fire Extinguisher: check expiry date.
